Advocacy training during pupillage

Chambers offers a programme of advocacy training to its pupils.  The training currently includes 5 exercises spaced evenly throughout the year.  Pupils are asked to assume the roles of counsel for the claimant or counsel for the defendant in a variety of exercises, including interim applications and a trial scenario.  The exercises are judged by senior members of Chambers and other members may attend.  Feedback is provided to pupils at the end of every exercise.  One of the exercises towards the end of pupillage is formally assessed.
